Dear Shin, 

I have spoken to Samuel. He will update you on the challenges posed by the tsunami disaster and 

the needs of the people that have to be attended too.  

As I had mentioned in one of my previous emails, some SCM volunteers have been engaged in 

relief work in Kerala and Tamilnadu.  

There seem to be plenty of clothes available for the tsunami victims. 

However some of the warm clothing of westerners is not needed by people in warm countries.  

Secondly because of our cultural habits some people do not like to wear used clothes; they would be 

willing to receive new clothes. While help is coming , what is lacking is proper organization of 

relief work. Much needs to be done in cleaning up the debris, making provision for proper hygiene, 

provision of medicine, etc. 

Many of those affected in India being fisherfolk, what they require is rebuilding their houses, 

buying fishing nets and other related equipment.  Their boats if they are still to be found would 

require repairs, or they will need assistance to build or buy new boats. 

There is a great need of counsellors to help many people who have been traumatised by the disaster. 

There are also orphans who need to be provided for. 

The SCMI is thinking of organising some work-camps in a few selected villages in collaboration 

with some NGOs. We may also have to think of providing educational assistance to some in need.

Nonetheless, the year began well for the branch with a viewing of the film òIn This Worldó (about the 

journey of two Afghan refugees to the UK), production of a second, very successful edition of JG for 

O-Week 2004, an O-Week Market Day stall, and a well-attended branch Welcome Dinner. As a result 

the ANU Branch now has a number of new members, including two students who have demonstrated 

enthusiastic commitment to the SCM and branch activities. Some branch members (and the mother of 

one new branch member!) also participated in a joint SCM Friends-Students evening to view the recent 

documentary òBonhoefferó, followed by a very stimulating large group discussion. At the end of 

semester, those branch members who hadnõt been seriously filmed-out went to a screening of the 

excellent (but somewhat depressing) òOsamaó. 

 

Lunchtime meetings have continued and, as decided earlier in the year, these meetings have generally 

been an opportunity for members to get to know one another and ôcatch-upõ. Some of these meetings 

have had a specific focus for discussion ðincluding an SBS documentary on the Nauru detention 

centres, Kahlil Gibranõs òThe Prophetó, the ACT Bill of Human Rights ð and we also attended a ôField 

of Heartsõ exhibition in preparation for UN World Refugee Day. At the close of Semester 1 we 

farewelled a long-time core ANU branch member, Daniel Robinson, now an exchange student at the 

University of Sienna, Italy. On Sunday 18 July, a Friends/Students meeting was held at Peter Baileyõs 

house at which Professor Bob Douglas and Dr Richard Eckersley spoke. About a dozen of us heard of 

the exciting program for Australia 21, in which both are involved and, more generally, about the 

problems standing in the way of a life of happiness, with a focus on the importance of establishing and 

maintaining relationships, particularly among students at tertiary level where study and work tend to 

crowd out so much else. 

 

We hoped to hold a Branch Weekend Conference in May but study pressures and limited availability 

made it impossible to find a suitable date. Instead, it was held early in Semester 2, again at Peterõs coast 

house. Five student members attended ð including Anastasia Dalziel, recently returned from Oxford. 

Heather Thomson, SCM Friend and theologian, shared with us ôstories from Africaõ arising from her 

experiences there (in early 2004) while teaching feminist theology. It was an excellent opportunity to 

engage together in some ôcontextual theologyõ and overall, the weekend was both a relaxing and an 

enriching experience.
