9.9  Jubilee Grapevine

Clare presented a verbal report:
e There has been three JG’s completed this year.

o Katie and Daniel edited the first two editions.

Clare completed the most recent edition (winter 2004). 160 copies were printed for $300.
Total cost with mailing $450.
Give away over 100 — 51 Friends subscribe and 7 students (students and long term officer

bearers are entitled to free copies).

JG has lots of potential — and a lot of potential to be better. Is JG a magazine for students or a

magazine by students? At the moment JG is both by students and for students.

Most articles are now written by SCM people — Clare is keen to seek wider opinions; possibly
the aim to increase the quality of the articles. This will have to be carefully managed so that
student participants are not daunted and less inclined to submit articles.
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Clare would like to see the focus of JG as idea sharing rather then “gossip” sharing. Clare
would like to see the reports focusing on how people are feeling and responding to the events

/ activities rather than a ‘diary’ of the event.

We need be clear in our purpose for JG — What is our purpose?
Sharing ideas freely and stimulating discussion amongst students; community building; news

sharing???

Jim Martin is keen to be able to include a Friends Report/Insert in JG for his readers rather

than continuing to produce his separate Friends Newsletter.

GENERAL DISCUSSION —

- Possibility more General Friends inclusions

- Keen to support the expansion of JG to include guest articles etc.

- Expanding readership / focus is an exciting possibility.

- Keen to be able to have some editorial rights over the Friends Newsletter; this has not
always reflected what we see as the core principles and values of ASCM — perhaps this is
a way of achieving this.

- Thought that perhaps there could be a ‘Friends’ Section in JG thus reducing the need for
other Friends Newsletters.

- Or the Friends Gossip could be included as the insert and the article component of the
Friends Newsletter would be the JG article.

- Keen to see JG stay as a Student Focus Magazine.

- One page at the back devoted to Friends Gossip would not reduce the focus from a

Student Magazine.

WHAT DO WE SEE AS THE PURPOSE OF JG (General Discussion Continued)

- Dissemination of information, stimulation of discussion and thought

- Contradictory purposes in a community to build up the community therefore gossip is
important; yet we give it out at O-Week to advertise the ideas that are being discussed
with in our movement.

- JG needs to be open enough to be assessable to the outside whilst still supporting the
community.

- JG is a community publication — read for the community not its academic content.

10
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- Have JG open to response — letters to the editor.

- Important to combine the interest of Friends and Students both key stake holders in the
community.

- Get less out of the Branch reports than the articles. Branch reports can be distributed
through Committee Meetings etc rather than JG.

- Feature Avrticle is a very good idea — do we need to go out of the circle of SCMers to get
people to write the Feature Articles — there is lots of people within ASCM who could
write very good interesting articles if asked.

- Need branch reports to stay connected. SCM a forum to explore ideas. Outside authors
can give us perspectives from outside of SCM — the space to write articles that we may
disagree with to stimulate thoughts. Could be in-danger of becoming too insular.

- Purpose to interest new members, to keep Friends engaged, to build community to lead
academic thought.

- SCM long tradition of publication — has traditionally been at the cutting edge of thought.
SCM is not different segments but a continuum. Catering for all of these is a good thing.
Branch reports are encouraging. Reminds you that other people are doing there thing and
we are doing ours.

- Forum for discussion where people can respond to create a dialogue is a very good thing.

- JG does a good job of linking our movement.

- Do not want to alienate the Friends.

- Like to see it remain student focused as a place to develop skills etc within SCM.

- Developing the quality is a way we are likely to attract new members.

- Changing the focus from a keynote article to a guess article maybe more assessable.

- Invitation in the back of JG asking people to submit who we would like to see write guest
articles at the end of the magazine.

- Some of the best response to SCM has come through writing articles for uni magazines
and other publications.

- Place for some editions to have a theme and a place for some editions to be general.

- Balance of Guests, to Friends, to Students depends greatly on who is willing to write.

- Like to keep the balances towards student content but if don’t have student contribution

need something else. Rely on students submitting articles.

Free subscription offer — Boarding Collages, Agency / Resource Centres, Reading Rooms /
Library, Theological Collages, Chaplain Network, Everyone on the Database.

Distribute “Free” Copies widely.

Have contacts listed for each state — looks good to highlight to people that we really are a

national organization.

Possibility of advertise JG subscriptions through the In Unity magazine of the NCCA.

Report for General Committee July 2004

The Area Council has met three times during the year. The business was concerned mainly
with support for the Student Branch at the ANU, particularly in relation to funding. However,
the opportunity was taken to discuss Friends’ business, largely because we have suspended
having a separate committee for the Friends (a sub-committee is formed if needed) and

because we try where possible to involve students in the Friends’ activities

In connection with our Student Branch work, Area Council has made a request to General
Committee for a grant to assist it to employ a Development Worker again in 2005. We very
much hope the General Committee will be able to make this grant. Without the Development
Worker whom it has been possible to employ with a grant from the City Uniting Church for
the four years to end 2003, the present encouraging activity of the Student Branch would not
have occurred. We would, despite our continuing efforts to find funds, be unable to finance a

Worker in 2005 without General Committee’s support.

The work of the Student Branch is well outlined in the accompanying report from Ruth
Dunnicliff-Hagan, our Development Worker. There are encouraging signs that the ANU
Branch is steadily developing to a point where we can feel increasingly confident that it may

be able to establish a continuing life and presence on the campus.

The Friends have so far met once this year, to view a film on the life of Dietrich Bonhoeffer.
This meeting was attended by about 25 persons, including some students, who joined the
Friends for the occasion. The showing was preceded by a joint meal at the ANU Student
Union, attended by rather fewer people. We are planning a further combined meeting in July
to hear two people. On is well known researcher Dr Richard Eckersley, who will speak about
current problems of young people, particularly at student level. The other speaker is Professor

Bob Douglas, who will cooperate with Dr Eckersley and also speak about Youth 21.

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2. NSW (3

One of the highlights of Semester One 2004 for the NSW SCM was the Camp we held over
the ANZAC day long weekend on the NSW Central Coast themed 'Over This Violence
Thing'. In the tradition of the National Council of Australia (NCCA) Youth Network the camp
was part of the NSW SCM response to the Decade for Overcoming Violence. Through a
series of wonderful workshops, panel discussions and practical exercises we confronted
violence and its impact on our lives and experiences. Through our talking and listening and
questioning of assumptions we deepened our inquiry into the nature of violence and what it

really means to be called to live a life of active non-violence. One person said of the camp:

'Violence is such a negative for most of us that we do not always acknowledge its presence in
our lives. It was good that everyone shared openly from their lives, and set the stage for the

sessions that followed."

There were about 14 SCMers at the camp, gathered from all over Newcastle, Canberra,
Melbourne and Sydney and with lots of fellowship, food, singing and chatting we had a great
break away from the routines of our everyday lives. With panel speakers covering topics like
Violence and legal Aid, Ecumenism, Homophobia and International Movements for Non
Violence we had a fascinating array of perspectives and opinions on the issue of violence in

our lives.

The other event that was held in NSW was the Pride Week forum at Sydney University called
'‘Queering Christ". This forum was a great collaboration between the SCM Queer Project and
Queer Campus Christians and attracted about 30 people from both Sydney University and the
wider community. There was also some media coverage of the event with an article appearing
in Sydney's queer community paper The Sydney Star Observer and a story being aired on
2SER FM about being queer and Christian.

Looking ahead for 2004 there are currently plans in the making to get together to write
Human Rights letters on a regular basis. SCM will also have a presence at the Youth Ministry
Expo Day which is being hosted shortly by the NCCA Youth Network.

On Campus

Following a vibrant O'Day at the University of Western Australia we have been holding fortnightly
campus meetings over lunch. The topics covered during these meetings have included 'fasting’,
‘the meaning of lent' and 'post Easter reflection’. Our relationship with the Anglican Chaplain on
campus, Dr Anna Killigrew, has also developed as we host joint events. These events have
included a 'Deepening Friendships' workshop lead by Amanda Sturrock and a seminar by Frank
Brennan.

Dear friends,

Sorry I haven’t been with you at the conference or General Committee meeting. Perhaps it’s
just as well, because while I’'m glad to be handing over to Bronwyn I’d be sure to shed a few
tears if | was there in person! | have really enjoyed my time as National Co-ordinator,
especially the gatherings of amazing SCMers: thank you.

This report summarises the work I’ve been doing for SCM during the last six months. As
Clare has requested, I’ll write something separate for JG that offers a more reflective look

back over my whole term.

Keeping the movement connected

This semester | reached a few more branch meetings than usual, which has been great. | met
with Melbourne Uni, Victoria Uni, UWA and Shared Space (Perth) at different times. | find
branch visits like this help the NC and the students to feel much more connected, and |
encourage Bronwyn and the branches to make the most of the budgeted travel allowance
(within the constraints of her work!). I was much less successful in catching up with people
by phone during this semester, and | hope Bronwyn will be better at this than | have
been...bearing in mind that there is also an open invitation for anyone to call the NC

themselves!

I’ve continued to monitor the Chat, Policy and State email lists and the website, and have
responded to most email requests reasonably promptly. I don’t actively contribute to every list
discussion, but I’ve kept an eye out for things that might benefit from a bit of NC
encouragement. In this vein, | actively encouraged the NSW folks to run with their exciting

vision of a mini-conference in late April, and ensured that Leni was able to attend as well.

Co-ordinating/briefing/supervising other national task bearers

One key goal for this semester of course has been to ensure as smooth as possible a handover
to Bronwyn. We met in Melbourne in February, in Perth at Easter and conversed by email and
phone on several occasions right up until this GC meeting. We might have done even more if

we’d been in the same place, but given the distance I feel (and I hope Bronwyn feels) that
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we’ve done a pretty good job at talking through what the NC role has involved for me - and
how it might be different in her hands.

The other main task heading into this semester under this heading was ensuring that we found
and briefed a new JG editor. Clare had been nominated in her absence, and I like to think that
(with Kate and Bronwyn’s assistance) we gave her just enough time to recover from Giraffe
that she could see her way into the job when I met with her at Easter time. And what an
editor! I’'m really excited about the directions she’s wanting to take JG, and about her
sensitivity to the competing interests that need to be met in the process. She told me she’d

commit for one year and then reassess, which is fine, but I hope she’ll stick around longer!

I’ve continued to work closely with Rachael (though less intensively as our legal, financial
and administrative hassles have been progressively laid to rest), and have had occasional
contact with Jason, Shehara, John and Rachel as the need arose. In consultation with Shehara,
I’ve also liaised with the Regional Office and with SCM Aotearoa (NZ) when it made better

sense for me to do it.

Legal and administrative matters

With a bit more work shortly after Easter, we finally succeeded in getting former National
Secretary Ian Telfer’s conviction quashed (it was for failing to submit financial returns to
ASIC, at a time when he was no longer NatSec). It has been a very expensive and time
consuming process, which has underscored the importance of our recent shift into an
“Incorporated Association” legal structure. I stress (as your continuing Public Officer) that it
is essential that financial returns be submitted each year (now to the Victorian Consumer
Affairs Dept)...but at least if we ever miss one again, the consequences won’t be as severe as

a personal conviction.

I had hoped to prepare a handover kit on “how to run the ASCM” during my time of parental
leave with Daniel. However, other urgent priorities (and young Daniel’s need for lots of my
time) got in the way. I’ll do a basic handover of files now, and hope to come back to a user-
friendly guide at a later point. Meanwhile, anyone should feel free to call me at any time about

our corporate obligations, details about the ASCM Rules, meeting procedures and so on.
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ASCM Endowment Association (ie the Centenary Trust board)

The Trust is running very well under John Ball’s leadership. As you’ll see from Rachael’s
report, our reinvestment of funds in the Australian Ethical Investment has been delayed, but
will be finalised within days of the GC meeting. As we discussed in January, | am happy to
continue serving on the ASCM Endowment Association, which in practice means being
appointed by the GC into Kate Murray’s “Friend of ASCM” position (from which she is
resigning) while Bronwyn (or in theory any other GC member) is appointed into the spot that

| automatically vacate as I resign from the GC (Rachael being reappointed into the other one).

Perhaps they should move to centre stage
while the more static pages about ASCM and general info recede into the background; what
do you think? The only other content that would be regularly updated are the calendar and

news items on the homepage. | would like to know if you have found them useful.

On the email-lists, there has been a suggestion from Narelle McAuliffe that we change the
policy to allow the chat_list to carry announcements that are of interest to everyone. If anyone
needs a reminder, the current policy is that all announcements should be made on the
state/territory lists. The advantage of this is that you would only have to post your tantalizing
news to one list, instead of 4 or 5; the downside is that everyone will have to subscribe to that
list, and it won’t be purely chat. That is not much of a downside though, as almost everyone is
on the list already, and no one has yet complained about the mixed bag that appears on the

list. This is more of a formality, | think.

There is little to report on the admin side, apart from the hiccup last week - as far as the
internet was concerned, the ASCM disappeared off the face of the earth. Our domain name
registration had expired. Under the current policy, all .org.au domains registered before 1 July
2002 expired on 30 June 2004. Thereafter, they have to be transferred to approved, privately
run registries and have to be renewed every 2 years. This | have now done; our registry is
Discount Domain Name Services (www.ddns.com.au) and they charge $20 for 2 years. The
invoice (paid) should have already arrived at our post box.

Western Australia, in the Darling Ranges. Its theme was “Inter-Faith Spirituality”.

All assembled at “SCM House” in East Victoria Park at 8:30 on Sunday 11 July, where they
split up into three groups to attend worship. One group went to the Friends House in Clifton
Crescent, Mount Lawley, another to the Riverview Gospel Church in Victoria Park, and the
third to St Michael and All Angels Anglican Church in Cannington. They then set off for
Gidgiegannup and stopped at Noble Falls in the hills for a picnic lunch at 12:30, before
heading for “Eagle’s Nest”.

The guest speaker for that evening was Mr Balba Singh, a leader of the Perth Sikh
Community. He spoke of the history, theology and customs of the Sikh religion. He explained
that the faith was localized to the Punjab and was not missionary, but had spread as Punjabis
had migrated all over the world. We were fascinated that dress was an important part of the

discipline of the religion. It had an admirable moral code.

On Monday morning, we drove a short distance to the Avon River gorge at Walyunga where

we had our outdoor worship.
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Our Aboriginal guest did not turn up on that afternoon, but in the evening our speaker was
Deacon Theo Issa of the Syrian Orthodox Church, accompanied by three members of his
family. He gave a very interesting account of how the Oriental churches came into being after

the Council of Chalcedon, and of the difficult times they have had over the centuries.

On Tuesday, a scavenger hunt in Perth City was organized by Kate Watts and all had a great
time collecting information, toilet paper and business cards, as well as getting lost. Prior to
that we all helped paint a mandala.

Other guest speakers in the Conference were:

. Fr Abdulmalik of the Coptic Orthodox Church, accompanied by his wife. He spoke
about the tradition of the church being founded in Alexandria by St Mark, and the church’s
troubled history in Egypt. He explained its emphasis on adherence to discipline and the
importance of the family. Like the Syrian Church, it has spread world-wide through

migration.

. Three Bahai young women (Venus Rahnmani(WA), Shirin Reyhani

(Wollongong) and Carmel Croft(WA)). They gave a combined presentation of their faith
(easily the most modern, founded in 1849) and how it had very detailed scriptures written by
the founder Bah’a’ Ullah. They spoke about the persecutions he and his followers in Iran and
Syria had suffered, and how the faith had spread around the world. This faith was is
organised, but with a high moral tone. The three guests entertained us with harmonious

singing of two of their hymns.

. Sheikh Omram of the Perth Muslim Community, together with a young married
couple, Mr Katif and his wife Aisha. They conducted a very frank and interactive session,
with particularly interesting input from Aisha, a convert from a Polish Catholic family. All

learnt a lot about Islam, especially Jihad and marriage laws.

. Fr Jonathon Jones, assisted by Tim Ngui, of the Metropolitan Christian Church in
Sydney, who conducted a very enlightening and stimulating bible study on texts relating to
“queer matters”. Tim generated a lively debate about the relation between sexuality and

gender and how these might be socially worked out.
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On a practical level, all coped somehow with hot water cutting out at all the crucial times,
fires that kept going out, and toilet problems.

Karenza and Jacqui did a marvelous job doing nearly all the food preparation.

Special congratulations to Kate Watts and Bronwyn who organized and led the conference.
There was a lot of worship and meditiation. It was a very happy occasion and all ages and
backgrounds learned a lot about each other and how we are united in a special (SCM) way

with one another in Christ.

Dear Rachael

I am writing to you in regard to a proposed submission to be made by the ACT Area Council
to the July General Committee. This would be a request for financial assistance during 2005
to help support a Development Worker for the ANU Branch of the Movement. The

background to our proposed submission is as follows.

For four years from 2000 to 2003 the Area Council received funding of $5,000 per year from
the City Uniting Church in Canberra for the purpose of employing an SCM Development
Worker on the ANU campus. During that period three appointments were made, the most
recent of whom, Ruth Dunnicliff-Hagan, has continued to be employed during 2004 even
though funding from City Uniting ceased at the end of 2003. In each of the four years of City
Uniting’s funding, the Area Council provided additional support, since total funding for the

position plus funds to augment student activities considerably exceeded $5,000 annually.

Support from ACT Friends over the entire period has been generous, and it has been because
of accumulated funds and expectations of additional funds this year from our current appeal
that we have extended Ruth’s appointment to the end of this year. However, despite initial
approaches to local churches we have not been successful in replacing from them the core
funding we have previously received from City Uniting. The Council intends to continue its
efforts to obtain support from local churches on an ongoing basis, but this will take time and
we are concerned that we do not break the continuity of employing a Development Worker on

the ANU campus in 2005 while we are proceeding.
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Although the ANU Branch remains small, it has been successfully maintained and developed
during the last four years, and had a disproportionate impact on student life on the campus,
and indeed we believe on the life of the National Movement. I am sure that Ruth’s Annual
Reports have found their way to the National Office, but | am attaching a copy of her 2003
report to indicate what has been going on.

The specific matters on which | am seeking a response from you are when such a submission
would need to be received for consideration by the July General Committee for consideration
in the 2004 national budget, and the form such a submission should take. I note that in the
Minutes of the ASCM January Executive Committee Meeting, under item 8.2 (Treasurer’s
Report), it was resolved that ASCM’s cash reserves could be used “for particular State
Projects” and “to underwrite projects where ever possible”. At this preliminary stage I cannot
say whether we would be seeking a cash grant or the underwriting of a position, or what sum
would be involved. However, | expect that our need for the support of a Development Worker
plus on-costs and some student support will be of the order of $6,000, and on the basis of the
last two years we can confidently expect support from local Friends of at least $2,500. In our

current appeal we are seeking pledges from Friends for 2005 in excess of that figure.

We are to hold an Area Council meeting on 22" June, so | would appreciate a response at
least by then. Of course, if a submission is due before that date, please get in touch much
sooner.

A lead-in was watching Shadowlands, a film about CS Lewis, which left many of us sniffling

The purpose of the day was to provide some reflective and renewing space at a very busy time
of the academic year. It involved prayer, individual and group reflection, and discussion of

'signs of God' in our world.

Comments on the Development of the ANU-SCM
This past year has seen further/important developments in student-leader formation,
especially as students took on key roles in planning and co-ordination of SCM activities, as
well as other leadership roles, as detailed below.
1. Market Day stall and Welcome dinner
2. Representing the ACT Student Branch and Area Council at the July ASCM General
Committee
3. Preparation of ACT reports for ASCM National meetings (July 2003 General
Committee, January 2004 National Executive)
4. Editorship/production of ASCM national publication, Jubilee Grapevine
5. Guest speakers at an evening with the ACT Quakers on the theme: Being a student
seeking truth in today's university
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6. Planning, preparation and leading (on the day) of Agape meal/service for the WSCF

Day of Prayer for Students (which Katie accurately described as ‘a major task’ for the
branch).

In addition, the students took initiative in proposing and leading discussion/reflection at some

of the lunchtime meetings.

Students’ responses and participation in the lunchtime meetings indicated these weekly
meetings were an important opportunity to explore their questions on: spirituality (especially
the relationship between reason and faith), theology (including that of George Bush), and
current developments within the churches (including the issue of homosexuality for the
Uniting Church). One member offered to lead a study on a thought-provoking book he had
read: The Alchemist by Paulo Coelho — a ‘modern parable’ — and the resultant lively
discussion on themes (such as an individual’s life purpose or ‘destiny’) lasted for a number of
weeks. My own current studies in spirituality and theology at the Australian Catholic
University have also proved a helpful resource. For example, one SCMer described as
‘particularly fulfilling’ the use of lectio divina (an ancient way of praying with scripture) with
a prayer of Michael Leunig’s instead of a bible passage, and added that “the difference in

perspectives [evident in our sharing] was fascinating”.

Discussions on the national ASCM and local ANU-SCM e-mail chat lists were another
fruitful way of reflecting together. Katie Weir has commented that “it’s great to have two
different forums for discussion (lunchtime meetings and the email list) as different people
participate in each one, and we’re able to include those people who can’t make it to meetings

in person.”

Looking to the Future in 2004

This year (2004) has begun well, with another successful welcome dinner and a number of
film/discussion nights in the first term. The ANU branch has some new members — two of
whom are showing a high degree of motivation and commitment to the community. Despite
the lack of a common lunch hour, the weekly lunchtime meetings have continued and some
new members have been able to participate in these.

The maintenance and building-up of the ANU-Branch community continues to be the major
focus of my work. The realities of student life continue to have a major impact on their

participation in the university community — especially (all) clubs and societies.
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Austudy/Youth Allowance payments are so low that the majority of student have to engage in
some supplementary paid work out of financial necessity. As a result, students have less time
for study and social activities — let alone for committed participation in student movements

and organizations.

The leadership and faith development of ANU SCMers through their participation in the
ANU Branch life is very clear — and something to celebrate. My challenge, however, is still to
encourage and motivate ongoing student participation in the life of the SCM as study
pressures increase for all (particularly later year) students, and as some core branch members
complete their studies at the ANU or continue them overseas.

As Development Worker | find that | need to be flexible not only in my approach as
‘facilitator’ of the ANU-SCM Branch community, but also in my expectations of students and
the degree of participation that is possible on their part. It takes much time, energy and
perseverance on my part to nurture new core members who will be able to take direct
responsibility for the life of this community.

To be candid, | believe that the reality of a small student group — a reality for the reasons
already stated — means that it would be difficult for the ANU-SCM branch to continue
without the support of a part-time Development Worker (i.e. a paid position involving one
day a week). ACT Area Council is very grateful for the support of the City Uniting Church
congregation, which enabled the worker position to be funded from 2000 to 2003 —
generously extending its agreed 3-year grant by a further year. It has been seeking the support
of other local churches to jointly fund the position, but thus far has been unsuccessful. Area
Council has indicated to me that it hopes to be able to fund my position until the end of this
year (2004) — provided the response to the local appeal is sufficient. The future beyond this
for the position — and for ANU-SCM - is, as yet, uncertain.
